The Scoop on Soy Candles

Buying and burning candles
isn't the most eco-egregious thing you can do oubére.
They're relaxing, they smell good (most of the timg
and they make for interesting interior décor items.
But, yes, those rumors you've heard about soy wavandles are indeed correct.
They are "better" and you should be buying and burring them
instead of standard wax varieties.

Here's why: is made from the petroleum byproduct, paraffin.
Burning a paraffin wax candle, even if it smells ke scrumptious apple pie,
is like inviting a diesel truck into your home to et off some exhaust...
the soot from both diesel fuel and paraffin wax cotains a noxious mix of
carcinogenic petro-carbon nastiness that can messttvyour health,
blacken the inside of your home, and emit toxic chricals like benzene and toluene.
Gross. And as you probably know, petroleum isn't exctly renewable.

Vegetable-based soy wax isn't 100 percent perfeas with many agricultural products)
but it's a heck of a lot better than "gas wax."

They're longer burning (with none of that soot), cone in just as many tantalizing scents,

and often the companies who produce
go all out by using recycled-content packaging ani¢ad-free paper/cotton wicks.
Most and home boutiques should carry soy candle lines;
and, if they don't, make a request.

Just make sure they’re 100 percent soy wax.

An LWR quilt is special!
It brings warmth on a cold night, shelter from thesun on a hot day.
It becomes a bed, a room divider, a backpack to car belongings, and at times even a home.
Quilts distributed by LWR to refugees and other pegle in need
were first made by recycling old but good clothedjlankets, and other items.
Most LWR quilts are still made this way,
although fabric samples, remnants, or other new pees of fabric are also used.
Each quilt is one of a kind, with a beauty all itsown, made as a gift of hope by caring people.

Clean hands, good grooming, and shining smiles
are what you can bring about through the gtfof health kits.
Items needed for these kits include hand towelgjashcloths,
soap, metal nail files, and Band-Aids.
People who must flee their homes quickly
often do not have time to pack essential items.
Health kits can help refugees maintain personal hygne while living in exile.
Items may also contribute to a new start for thosavho can return home.

Layettes let people know you care.
For those who put together layettes, a registeredunse in Madagascar writes,
"It really does make a difference to the moms here
that people in America care about them and their bhies."
With layettes and other kits, you also connect togople around the globe.
Mothers overseas thank mothers, grandmothers, andtloers here for gifts
that show love for a new life.
In refugee camps, hospitals, and villages around éworld,
gifts of layettes convey a warm welcome to newborrd their mothers.
Baby sweaters, undershirts, sleepers, receiving lrikets,
cloth diapers, and diaper pins are needed for lay#ds.

In the past three years Messiah's ongoing Social Mistries has supported
1. 41/43 Years of Giving
we donated:
dozens of jars of peanut butter and jelly and tixes of cereal to the area food pantries;
many boxes of baby diapers to the Community Csis Center;
numerous items of women's toiletries to the Comunity Crisis Center;
a supply of women’s and children's winter coatto the Community Crisis Center;
an abundance of medicine and first aid items tthe Community Crisis Center;
dozens of magazines and books to PADS and Comnity Crisis Center (now another ongoing program);
many mens' winter coats and other articles oflathing and other supplies to PADS;
150+ toys to the Elgin area toy giveaway camyui;
hundreds of school supplies for needy children;
items to a group of Willow Lakes residents tailf 'care packages" for our armed forces overseas;
dozens of baby items--and raised $550--for tiidedrano family quadruplets;
we participated in the Life Center's "bottles for babies" fundraiser (and we will again for Jan. 2010)
we collected much used electronic equipment to becycled (now an ongoing "Green" program).

2. Food Pantry shopping cart:
we donated hundreds of pounds of much-needed grodes to the Interfaith food pantry and FISH food partry.

4. Meals on Wheels:

2. CROP walk:
we have had many walkers and have raised $4,170.@0ust 2 years.

In addition, Messiah congregation members have vohieered at local charitable organizations, includig PADS
homeless shelter, FISH food pantry and RE-STORE, wibh benefits Habitat for Humanity. Messiah congregtion
members have also attended many different fundraiss for local charities.
