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Guest Speaker on Sunday, October 25th (Reformation Sunday / Mission Sunday) 
Daniel Schwick is the Assistant to the President of Lutheran Social Service of Illinois and Director of its Office of Church 
and Government Relations. He also directs Lutheran Advocacy--Illinois, a justice ministry of the Evangelical Lutheran 
Church in America, its three Illinois synods and Lutheran Social Services of Illinois (LSSI). 
 

Schwick has been with LSSI since February, 1998.  He is an ordained Lutheran pastor who served 
congregations in Chicago for fifteen years and was heavily involved in social and community issues 
in his parish ministry.  In the mid-1980s Daniel was a founding board member of the (Metropolitan 
Chicago) Interfaith Council for the Homeless.  In the '90s, Daniel was a founding board member and 
later served as vice president and president of Lakeview Action Coalition (LAC), an institution-
based community organization in the Lake View neighborhood of Chicago, near Wrigley Field.    
 

At LSSI and with Lutheran Advocacy--Illinois, Daniel’s advocacy work focuses on strengthening 
supportive services for low-income and otherwise disadvantages children, women, men, families 
and seniors. Lutheran Advocacy--Illinois also addresses tax justice, environmental stewardship and civil rights.

The Birth of the Hymn “Precious Lord” by Tommy Dors ey. 
In 1932 the Reverend Tommy Dorsey, an African-American minister living on the 
south side of Chicago, experienced the sudden death of his wife Nettie, who was in 
her last month of pregnancy with their first child. Rev. Dorsey, leaving his wife 
sleeping in their apartment to travel to St. Louis as the featured soloist at a large 
revival meeting, had the strong sense that something was telling him to stay at home 
with her. Despite that, he went to sing at the revival, during which he received the 
telegram: Your Wife Just Died. When he returned, he learned that she had given birth 
to a son, who had also died.  
 

Dorsey felt at that time that he just wanted to go back to the jazz world he once knew 
so well. He remembered the feeling that he should stay with his wife, and believed 

that God was trying to tell him something. He resolved that he would listen more closely in the future to what 
God was leading him to do. After several days he sat the piano and composed this hymn: 
 

Precious Lord, take my hand 
Lead me on, let me stand. 

I am tired, I am weak, I am worn. 
Through the storm, through the night, 

Lead me on to the light. 
Take my hand, precious Lord, lead me home.�
