The Life Center promotes taking personal responsibi lity for your actions

because they DO affect yourself and others aroundy  ou.

Their S.T.I. (sexually transmitted infections) test  ing program is almost ready to begin testing client
and sharing the message of sexual purity and God's Grace.
A men's mentoring program is forming to teach boyfr iends and husbands
the critical importance of support and responsibili ty to the women who visit The Life Center.
The Life Center also provides post abortion support for women
where they hear about and are comforted by God's Sa  ving Grace.
